1. HOUSE PARTY - WAS IT YOU?
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	Prompts for facilitating discussion with parents/carers

	· How did this make you feel?
· Did you want to fight? Flight? Freeze?
· What would you do in this situation?
· How did you self-regulate?
· Do you speak to your child about any incidents that happen around you?
· What do you think your child would do in this situation?
· How confident do you feel to speak to your child about what’s happening in your area?
· Are you aware of the legal implications of carrying a knife? Joint enterprise?
· How do you discuss these issues with your child?



2. HOUSE PARTY- IT’S NOT WORTH IT
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	Prompts for facilitating discussion with parents/carers

	Before watching the film:
Do children always tell their adults if they’re going to a party?
What do you think helps children to be open with their adults about what they’re doing away from them?
What pressures do you think children are experiencing in today's society?

After watching the film:
What societal pressures did you and those at the party experience? 
What do you think enabled Omari to support his friend from making a bad decision?
What impact do you think this situation may have on a child? 
What might you recognise in your child if they’d been to a party and this incident had happened? 
How might you talk to your child about this?
Do you feel able to talk to your child about their mental health?
